Tardiness without a pass (more than once or
twice) will result in detention.
9. Bathroom- Ask me for permission. Only one student may be out of the room at a time. Unless it is an emergency, please do
not ask when we are going over a problem on the board or as a class.
10. Dismissal- Stay in your seat until the bell rings. Do not gather by the door.
11. Class Opener- At the beginning of class, have your homework out to be checked and begin working quietly on any warm-up
questions posted on the board.
12. Homework- Each day, the homework assignment will be posted on the board. Copy it down in your handbook.

e 2- All problems are attempted. Answers are well thought out. Work is clear, neat, and shows excellent effort.
Homework is on time. Answers are checked with provided solutions.
e |- Most problems are attempted and solutions checked. Average effort with messy work.
e (- Minimal or no problems are copied and completed. Minimal or no effort and work.
21. Each weekly i-Ready assignment is worth 3 points and is graded in accordance with the rubric:

e 3- Weekly i-Ready assignment is on time and marked as “Passed.”

e 2- Weekly i-Ready assignment is on time and marked as “ Not Passed.”

e |- Weekly i-Ready assignment is incomplete and marked as “In Progress.”
e (- Weekly i-Ready assignment was not completed.
